This End User License Agreement ("EULA") is between Datalogic IP Tech
S.r.l.  having its registered office at Via San Vitalino 13, 40012 Calderara di
Reno (Bologna), Italy ("Datalogic"), and you, either an individual or a single
entity, ("End User or "You"") who has purchased one or more PowerScan™
PM96XX ("Datalogic Product") subject to the terms and conditions pro-
vided in any relevant purchase or sale contract. This EULA applies to the
software contained in the Datalogic Product ("Embedded Software") and
to any other software, to the extent applicable, offered as optional applica-
tion software ("Application Software" that together with "Embedded Soft-
ware" is herein referred to as "Software"). Any Open Source used in a
conjunction with the Software is subject to the Open Source licenses avail-
able at the following website: http://www.datalogic.com/oss 

1. Grant of License
1.1 Datalogic grants to End User, a personal, non-exclusive, non-transfer-

able, non sub licensable, revocable, limited license to use the Soft-
ware, solely on the Datalogic Product in which it is embedded or for
which it is intended for use, in machine-readable form only, solely for
End User's internal business purposes.

1.2 End Users shall not distribute, sublicense, rent, loan, lease, assign,
export, re-export, resell, ship or divert or cause to be exported, re-
exported, resold, shipped or diverted, directly or indirectly, the Soft-
ware under this Agreement. End User shall not, and shall not permit
others to: (i) modify, translate, decompile, reverse engineer, disas-
semble, or extract the inner workings of the Software, (ii) copy the
functionality of the Datalogic Products; (iii) remove any proprietary
notices, marks, labels, or logos from the Datalogic Products; (iv) rent
or transfer all or some of the Software to any other party without
Datalogic's prior written consent.

1.4 Portions of the Datalogic Product are protected by the relevant and
applicable patent and copyright laws, international treaty provisions,
and other applicable laws.  Therefore, End User must treat the Data-
logic Product like any other copyrighted material (e.g., a book or
musical recording) except that End User  may make one copy of the
Software solely for back-up purposes.

12. General Provisions
12.1 Entire Agreement; Amendment. This document contains the entire

The PowerScan™ PM96XX normally functions by capturing
and decoding codes. Turn on the scanner by pressing the
trigger for 2 seconds. When the scanner starts up, it
vibrates. After the vibration, the trigger can be released
and the startup phase ends.

Table 1 - Aiming System

The field of view indicated by the aiming system will be
smaller when the reader is closer to the bar code and
larger when it is farther from the code. Symbologies with
smaller elements (mil size) should be read closer to the
unit. Symbologies with larger elements (mil size) should
be read farther from the unit.
Successful reading is signaled by an audible tone plus a
good-read green spot LED indicator and vibration. Refer-
ence the PowerScan™ 9600 Family Product Reference
Guide (PRG) for more information about this feature and
other programmable settings.

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CHARGING THE BATTERIES
Once the BC96XX is powered, you can charge the reader's
batteries. Place the PowerScan™ PM96XX into the BC96XX
base station. The LEDs on the base station / battery char-
ger turn green and flash orange / green when recharging
begins.
The battery is completely charged when the reader LED on
the base station / battery charger turns green.
The battery can also be charged using the Multi Battery
Charger accessory.

NOTE: According to recent modification of Regula-
tion for shipping Li-Ion based battery packs, the
products and their spare battery packs parts are
shipped with a very low residual charge (low state
of charge).
Hence the needs:
• that a new product must be fully recharged
before starting to use it.
and
• that battery packs of the stocked products
PM96xx and spare battery pack parts must be
periodically recharged. For instance, by using a
BC96xx base station powered up with a 12V Data-
logic AC/DC adapter (cod.8-0935) for at least 30
minutes each 3 months.

The Battery Status information can 
be easily retrieved by double-
tapping with your fingers on top of 
the head of the scanner

NOTE: The PowerScan PM96XX may get warm
during charging: this is normal and does not mean
a malfunction.

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LINKING THE READER

Link Datalogic RF Devices to Base
For RF devices, before configuring the interface it is neces-
sary to link the handheld with the base.
To link the handheld and the base, press the trigger to
wake up the handheld and mount it into the base.
See the Radio Characteristics table on page 20 for the
maximum number of handhelds that can be simultane-
ously linked to a single base station.
If the reader was previously linked to another base, you
must first press and hold the button on the base ( >5 sec-
onds), then scan the Unlink bar code before re-linking to
the new base.

SELECTING THE INTERFACE TYPE
Upon completing the physical connection between the
reader base station and its host, proceed directly to the
Interface Selection paragraph below, to program the
reader for the interface type it is connected to (for exam-
ple: RS-232, Keyboard Wedge, USB, etc.). Scan the appro-
priate bar code to select your system’s correct interface
type.

Interface Selection
All models are multi-interface and support RS-232, USB
and Keyboard Wedge. Information and programming
options for each interface type are provided in this sec-
tion. For defaults and additional information associated
with each interface, proceed to the corresponding chapter
in the PowerScan™ 9600 Family PRG.
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CONFIGURING THE INTERFACE
Scan the appropriate programming bar code to select the
interface type for your system.

NOTE: Unlike some other programming features and
options, interface selections require that you scan only
one programming label. DO NOT scan an ENTER/EXIT label
prior to scanning an interface selection label.
Some interfaces require the scanner to start in the dis-
abled state when powered up. If you read one of these
interface selections by mistake, or if additional scanner
configuration is desired while in this state, pull the trigger
and hold for 5 seconds. The scanner will change to a state
that allows reading programming labels.
This procedure is allowed only once after the reader is
powered up. If it is necessary to repeat the procedure, you
must cycle power to the base charger before repeating.
